Facts about the

Proposed Chesapeake Terrace Rubble Landfill

Situated between Odenton, Crofton, and Gambrills

· the proposed landfill is about ½ mile south of Piney Orchard and 1 mile west of the intersections of Routes 3 and 424.

· owner of the property is the Halle Corporation and the proposed operator/manager of the facility is National Waste Managers, Inc.

· if allowed to become operational the rubble landfill will be the largest in Maryland.

· the proposed landfill size is +/- 180 acres, which is located on +/- 480 acres.

· the estimated capacity of the landfill is 22 million cubic yards.

· the Anne Arundel County Board of Appeals opinion states that the facility may operate for 12 years. However, the property owner has estimated the operating life of 38 years.

· Within a 4-mile radius of this proposed facility, there are 1 proposed, 1 active and 5 inactive/closed landfills.

· per the Maryland Department of Environment regulations, solid waste facilities may accept asbestos and fly ash (which is a by-product of coal used to generate electricity at power plants).

· the property owner expects that 600 trucks (usually 18-wheelers) will haul the rubble to and from the landfill everyday, Monday through Friday.

· the Anne Arundel County Council voted NOT to include the landfill in the Anne Arundel County 10-year Solid Waste Management Plan (SWMP) because there is currently NO “need” for the landfill. However, the courts have ordered the county to include it in the SWMP.

· within a 3-mile radius of the proposed facility, residents and business owners will smell the stench. When dry wall becomes wet it smells like rotten eggs.

· within a 1 to 2 mile radius of a rubble landfill, property values may decrease as much as 11%.
